Please look the 
charts over to determine if your child is up to 
date on immunizations. By law, a child may 
not attend school without an immunization 
record unless the parent has filed an 
exemption. Keeping your immunizations up 
to date is part of registration. Thank you for 
your attention to this.

Edline for new students 

There will be some changes to our testing in 
the 2010-2011 school year. 

1. PSAT/NMSQT - We will no longer test 
everyone in grades 9-12. The test will be 
offered at ALA on Saturday, October 16. 
Normally, sophomores and juniors take 
this test to practice for the SAT. For 
juniors it is also the qualifying test for 
the National Merit Scholarship Program. 
Registration information will be 
available in early August. The $13 fee 
will be the student’s responsibility. 

2. EXPLORE & PLAN tests will be given to 
all freshmen and sophomores, 
respectively, on April 14 at ALA. There is 

no need to register for this and the cost 
will be covered by ALA. 

3. ACT test will be administered to juniors 
and seniors at ALA on Saturday, April 9, 
2011. This is the only date that ALA is an 
ACT test site. We are asking our juniors 
and seniors to register for this test date 
at ALA so that we have test data to use 
for self-study. We will cover the cost of 
the test on this date and site only. We 
are not permitted to administer this test 
during the week; save this Saturday to 
take the test. In the coming months 
there will be more information about 
this testing session.

FINANCIAL AID 

Look ahead to the FAFSA, the Free 
Application for Federal Student Aid 
(www.FederalStudentAid.ed.gov). You 
can’t file until after January 1 of your 
senior year, but you can use 
FAFSA4caster to get started. Go to 
www.fafsa4caster.ed.gov for help.

2010 - 2011 Arizona School Immunization Requirements 

1. Children must have proof of all required immunization, or valid exemption, in order to attend the first day of school. 
Arizona law allows exemptions for medical reasons, laboratory evidence of immunity and personal beliefs. 
Exemption forms are available from schools and at www.azdhs.gov/phs/immun/idr_forms. Homeless students are 
allowed a 5-day grace period. 

2. The record for each vaccine dose must include the date and name of doctor or clinic. 
3. The statures and rules governing school immunization requirements are: 
 Arizona Revised Statues 15-871 to 874; Arizona Administrative Code, R9-6-701 to 708 
4. Check requirements for your child’s age and grade level in the chart below.

Varicella vaccination, or history of chicken pox disease, is required for grades Kdg. through 12th.
