Taking the PSAT/NMSQT also enables
students to get feedback about important
academic skills; receive information from
colleges; prepare for the SAT; and access
online college and career tools.

AP test results

We are proud to announce that our
students did exceptionally well in our
AP test administration this past year.
Scored on a 1-5 scale, the AP scores of
4 and 5 are automatically accepted as
college credits (3 possibly as well). In
our AP Biology test, 67% of our
students scored in that high range,
and in our AP Calculus test, 86% of
our students did the same.

Testing at ALA

PSAT/NMSQT (see page 1) - ALA is no
longer administering the PSAT/

NMSQT to everyone in grades 9-12.
The test will be offered at ALA on
Saturday, October 16. Normally,
sophomores and juniors take this test
to practice for the SAT. For juniors it is
also the qualifying test for the
National Merit Scholarship Program.
The $13 fee will be the student’s
responsibility.

EXPLORE & PLAN tests will be given
to all freshmen and sophomores,
respectively, on April 14 at ALA. There
is no need to register for this and the
cost will be covered by ALA.

The ACT test will be administered to
juniors and seniors at ALA on
Saturday, April 9, 2011. This is the
only date that ALA is an ACT test site.
We are asking our juniors and seniors
to take the ACT on this test date at
ALA so that we have test data to use
for self-study. We will register our
students as a group, and ALA will
cover the cost of the test on this date
and at our site only. We are not
permitted to administer this test
during the week. Reserve Saturday,
April 9 for the ACT.

AIMS writing, reading, and math will
be administered only to those juniors
who are attempting to earn EXCEED
scores on these three tests for the
Arizona university tuition waiver (see
article). The fall dates are

v" October 26 - writing
v October 27 - reading
v" October 28 - math

Juniors who wish to test must notify
Mrs. Jaehnig by August 25, 2010 so
that the proper number of tests can be
ordered. Sophomores are not allowed
to test on these dates; they must wait
until the spring dates.
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Status of the High Honors
Tuition (AIMS) Scholarship

The Arizona Board of Regents (ABOR)
is in the process of reviewing the
current status of the High Honors
Tuition Scholarship for the class of
2011 and subsequent classes. They
are considering several proposals
which range from modifying the
current criteria to phasing out the
scholarship completely. A decision is
scheduled to be made at the August 4-
5,2010, ABOR meeting. Until a final
decision is made, high schools and
students are to continue to abide by
the current criteria.

ALA does not require the AIMS for
graduation. However, we are able to
administer this test for the purpose of
qualifying students for this
scholarship.

Seniors - what to do now

1. Make sure your scores have come
from the ACT and SAT which you
should have taken this past
spring. You should register now
for fall dates if you plan to retake
the tests to try for higher scores
or if you did not test this spring.

2. Ifyou are retaking the ACT or
SAT, look into prep courses for
these tests—whether a book,
online or in a classroom.

3. Make your college list. Some
seniors will apply to two or three

colleges; others to seven, eight, or
more. No number is right, but make
sure you have realistic as well as
“reach” schools on your list.

Research how to apply to each
school. Most prefer online
applications. Familiarize yourself
with the colleges’ websites. Find out
when your colleges will start
accepting applications for fall 2011.
Some schools use The Common
Application, on online application
that can be sent to numerous schools.

Check out the schools’ policies on
application fee waivers. You may or
may not qualify, but look into it.

Make it a goal to complete your
college applications by December 1.
You won’t be any less busy second
semester. You will be working on
financial aid, visiting campuses, and
making decisions. Do not put off
applying.

Both seniors and parents will file the
FAFSA (Free Application for Federal
Student Aid) as soon after January 1
as possible. Right now you can use
FAFSA4caster to become familiar
with the types of grants, loans, and
work-study that are available. Go to
FederalStudentAid.ed.gov.

If you are a student-athlete who
would like to participate in college
sports, become familiar with the
requirements through the NCAA. Go
to NCAAstudents.org.
