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Guidance at a Glance 
ACT test registration 

All juniors and seniors are asked to 
take the ACT test at ALA on Saturday, 
April 9, 2011. ALA is a regular test site 
for this date only. Rather than having 
the students register on their own, we 
will be registering our juniors and 
seniors in class during the day on 
Tuesday, September 7. ALA will pay 
for the ACT test for our juniors and 
seniors on the April 9 date only and 
only if taken at our site. Please check 
your calendar for this date now to 
make sure your student will be able to 
test at ALA (8am to about 1pm).  

Communicate with your child about 
whether or not to register. If he/she 
registers with us now and fails to 
show up for the test in April, the cost 
of the test will be your responsibility. 

High Honors Tuition (AIMS) 

Scholarship  

This summer, the Arizona Board of 
Regents (ABOR) decided that the 
policy regarding the Regents’ High 
Honors Endorsement Scholarship, 
which is linked to performance on the 
AIMS tests, will remain unchanged. 
This means that students who exceed 
on the three AIMS tests can still 
receive full tuition scholarships to one 
of the three in-state universities, 
renewable at the level of tuition when 
the student began university study.  

In addition to exceeding standards on 
all three AIMS tests (Math, Reading 
and Writing), students must also 
receive semester grades of B or better 
on each of the 16 core course 
requirements required for admission 
to the universities and have a 
cumulative GPA of 3.5 on a 4.0 scale or 
graduate in the top five percent of 
their class.   

For the purpose of the scholarship, 
ALA will continue to administer the 
AIMS tests, even though it is not a 
requirement for graduation at ALA.
